Arthritis costs the U.S. economy $128 billion annually.
Arthritis is the second most frequently reported chronic condition in the United
States.
Nearly 80 percent of adults either have or know someone with arthritis.
In 2002, 51% of adults 75 years and over reported an arthritis diagnosis.
Arthritis prevalence increases with age; among adults over age 65, the prevalence of
arthritis is 48 percent.
Arthritis affects more than 34 million Caucasians, more than 4.5 million African
Americans and nearly 2.6 million Hispanics
The prevalence of arthritis is higher among women (25.9%) than men (16.8%).
If prevalence rates remain stable, the number of affected persons ages 65 years and
older will nearly double to 41.1 million by 2030.
Arthritis is a more frequent cause of activity limitation than heart disease, cancer or
diabetes
Arthritis is the third leading cause of work limitation in the United States
Nearly 300,000 children under the age of 17 are affected by juvenile arthritis
Juvenile Rheumatoid Arthritis affects up to 50,000 children
Arthritis annually results in:

- 39 million physician visits

- 744,000 hospitalizations

- 3 million visits to outpatient departments

- 2.2 million visits to emergency departments
